
 

 

 
 
 
 

6am to 1pm  Entrants Accreditation & Safety Inspection Registration for Pre-Entrants & New Entrants available at the Accreditation 
Office until 1pm, located in the Spectators Car Park of Queensland Raceway.  Follow Champions Way to the end, through 
the gate and turn left into the car park area. Follow signage to the left side of the carpark.  

6am  VIP Entrants, follow your personalised directions to VIP Accreditation on the right-hand side car park in QLD Raceway. 

6am to 5pm Gups Treasure Hunt Kicks off! Finders Keepers.  Gup has stashed a 10k prize pool around QR , find 
one of the 100 plastic cards with a prize on it and bring it to the Merchandise stand to claim! They 
will all of course be placed in a safe place, so you don’t need to do anything silly like climb on things or 
get yourself into a dangerous position, so play it safe and Happy Hunting!  

7am Gates open from 7am for General Admission Spectators through Gate 1. Cash Sales Only or E-Tickets at the gate. 
Tickets $30 per person, Kids 13 & Under FREE, all parking inside QLD Raceway around the track for the best trackside 
view ever! Bring your mates, bring the kids, setup a tent & enjoy the day in your own space! For our first timers, track 
side parking access is via the ramp behind the burnout pad viewing hill. 
(if the grounds are wet, please only park on the flat viewing areas around the track, please do not rip up the grounds) 

7am  Track My Ride Driver Briefing & Passenger Sign on Open! Driver briefing is now located in 
the garages and will be open from 7am to 3.30pm. Passengers sign on will close at 
5.30pm. Drivers while you watch the DVD, passengers can sign their waivers at the Powercruise Merchandise Stand, ID & 
age requirements apply. If you are 14 – 17 years old, you MUST have photo ID and a parent with you (not a guardian). 
Passengers need long sleeves, long pants & enclosed shoes.

(open face acceptable), Yes long sleeves, long pants & enclosed shoes. Yes smoke, yes drifting, yes Powerskids. 
Remember to respect other car enthusiasts around you, remember we do still have rules as seen in briefing.
