6am - 1pm  Entrants Accreditation & Safety Inspection Registration for Pre-Entrants & New Entrants, which is located just 
before Gate A of Sydney Motorsport Park, just off Ferrer’s Road, follow the signage directions & staff directions and 
pull up onto the gravel shoulder and don’t block lanes on the road. 

6am – 1pm VIP Entrants, go direct to Gate A of Sydney Motorsport Park & follow your personalised directions on your VIP 
Letter to the VIP Check In. Please stay in the left incoming lanes (don’t drive on the wrong side of the road!) 

6.30am - 2pm Driver Briefing All entrants MUST watch the driver briefing video before you can go on track. Located in the 
Hinxman Room (Corporate Suite at the Control Tower end).  

7am Gates Open from 7am for General Admission Spectators through Gate A. Cash Sales Only at the Gate or buy 
Etickets online if you want to pay on card you can do this while you’re waiting in the line.  Tickets $45 per 
person, Kids 12 & Under FREE, all parking inside Sydney Motorsport Park via Gate A is FREE, follow the signage & 
directions from Staff. Bring your mates, bring the kids, & enjoy the day out at the track! No spectator vehicle access 
through tunnel, park & walk down or park around the outside of the track. 

7am - 2pm Passenger Sign On Open! You can find the Passenger Sign On at the Powercruise Merchandise Stand. Everyone 
who wants to ride along in the cruise session must sign the Passenger Waivers. Passengers Sign on Fee is $10 for 
Powercruise Ticket Holders. Photo ID Required. Enclosed Shoes Required by all persons in a car. Kids 13-17 MUST 
have ID and a Parent to Sign on their behalf. (Unfortunately, we cannot accept other family members, neighbours or 
guardians to sign for Under 18’s, MUST be Parent Only) Full Passenger Requirements at www.powercruise.com  

8.30am -11.30am Cruising Session 1. Marshalling 8am to 10.45am Powerplay kicks off with a huge morning cruise session, grab ya 
mates and get on track. Remember its cruising, not a race, and don’t make too much smoke, the guy behind you 
needs to see too! (Marshalling is located up on the Skid Pan) Drivers don’t forget to do your Driver Briefing and 
Passengers MUST sign your waivers at the Powercruise Merchandise Stand. 1 Person Per Door. If you have a 4-
door car, you can have the driver plus three passengers. If you have a 2-door car, only the driver and one front seat 
passenger are allowed. 

10am - 3pm    Powerturo Cars Show and Shine - Judging for entrants Judges will be roaming the main pit area and they see 
every car at some stage. You will not know if you have been judged or not but believe me the judges get around!  

11.30 - 12.30pm Burnout Comp by Lay Low Transport. You get 1 shot to make yourself famous. (While Powerskids are on Front 
Straight).  First in line goes out first. Line up in pit lane from 11.20am 1 front passenger permitted, Safety gear 
required for both Driver & Passenger including a full face helmet with a working visor. No MX helmets allowed. 

11.30am - 12pm Powerskid Competition by Track My Ride. Open to all entrants, all Powerskids are judged 1 hit only. 
11.30 – 12.30pm Drifting is back on the South Circuit - invite only. See the best of the not ‘hard work’ Drifters Sydney has to offer. 
12pm - 12.30pm Gups DREAM TEAM on the Main Straight! The tuffest entertainment around! 
12.30 pm - 3pm  Cruising Session 2. Marshalling 12pm to 2.20pm. Your last chance to cruise the track today! 

Don’t play up, driver briefing closes at 2pm. Have fun, race your mates on track, short Powerskids 
are ok, donuts or blowing tyres will see the fat controller upstairs end your driving for the day. Blow a tyre, lose an 
armband you all know the drill by now.  1 Person Per Door. If you have a 4-door car, you can have the driver plus 
three passengers. If you have a 2-door car, only the driver and one front seat passenger are allowed. 

3pm – 3.30pm  Street Racing brought to you by McKern & Associates on the front straight. No Practice, just eliminations right 
off the bat, last man standing gets the cookies. 

4pm  Powerplay Done! Gates Closed & We hope everyone has a safe trip home! Everyone must exit the venue by 
4.30pm   Oh, and Smile for the cameras! We have some high-powered cameras pointing in and out of the tunnel 
and the road into the venue. This road is a gazetted public road, and the police are well within their powers to arrest 
anyone who misbehaves on this road, and if the police miss you, I will personally send the footage to them to have 
your car impounded. Powercruise, Sydney Motorsport Park and the Powercruise enthusiasts will not tolerate 
anyone risking the future of their version of motorsport.
